They were 
authors/translators/editors of text (Premierfait and Leb•gue),  ÒauthorsÓ of visual cycles 
(Leb•gue and Premierfait), and patrons of and/or audiences for books in their personal 
libraries (Leb•gue and Col).  The first section of Visual Translation and the First French

Humanists will define visual translation.  Two subsequent sections of the book will be 
dedicated to an analysis of PremierfaitÕs, ColÕs, and Leb•gueÕs relationships to visual 
translation in their ÒpublicÓ production (commissioned works destined for others) and 
their private production (images in manuscripts they either collected or had made for 
their personal collections).
